Ralph Rimet the founder and CEO of SECU4 stumbled across the idea coincidentally: "A friend of mine left his wallet on a train and was lucky, someone travelling on the train called after him. I thought, there should be a device that automatically does that." That was the beginning of SECU4Bags – an innovative alarm system, which warns you of theft or even of your own forgetfulness while it's happening. This innovative and practical card is simple to use – SECU4 CEO Rimet says anyone with a smartphone can immediately activate this intuitive safety accessory.
